ST PHILARET’S CHRISTIAN ORTHODOX INSTITUTE (SFI)
INTRODUCTION

St Philaret’s Christian Orthodox Institute (SFI) is a non-government higher education establishment
(University) accredited by the Russian state (i. e. awarding government recognised degrees). The main
degree and education programme at St Philaret’s is in Theology (4 years day-time programme and 5 years
evening and correspondence course for a Bachelor’s degree in Theology). The curriculum aims to give
the students an overall competence in Theology, Orthodox liturgy/worship, Holy Scripture, and Church
History. In addition to this main education curriculum there is also a flexible and widespread system of
additional courses, degrees, and diplomas at St Philaret’s, including a faculty of Religious studies, a 2-
year pre-bachelor’s programme (Theology College) etc. etc. The length of the programme is due to the
fact that the level of education required by the Russian system and provided by St Philaret’s at the
Bachelor’s level is more like the British than the European system, with professional competence
requirements, which tend to form part of the Master’s degrees in Europe.

More than 500 students from over 20 cities in Russia and abroad study annually at all the education
programmes at St Philaret’s.

The faculty of Theology puts a lot of emphasis on the teaching of Catechetics and Missiology — the two
subjects having to do with the tradition of passing on faith in the church and therefore key to the
understanding of other theological subjects. Education also covers the following subjects:

- inrelation to the study of Orthodox liturgy and worship the students study the Holy Scripture, the
Old and the New Testaments; they also receive a thorough instruction in Liturgics, Sacramental
Theology, Homiletics, Catechetics, and Church Archaeology. Additional subjects include various
languages, both ancient and modern (ancient Hebrew and Greek, Church Slavonic), Church
Singing and Reading, relevant parts of Canon Law etc.

- training in relation to the ‘Theology of Man’, i. e. Christian Anthropology, includes such subjects
as Ethics, Aesthetics, and Mysticism; additional subjects here include History of Religious and
Mystical Teachings, Patrology (Ascetic Fathers), Anthropodicy, Missiology etc.

- training in Theology as such as well as Church History includes Dogmatics and Patrology
(Dogmatic Fathers), Apologetics (Theodicy), Philosophy, including Logic, History of
Philosophical Teachings, Russian Religious Philosophy of XIX-XX century, Ecclesiology and
History of the Universal and the Russian Church (from its beginning till the XX century),
relevant parts of Canon Law (relating to Ecclesiology) etc.

Theological education is called to help a person see the Orthodox tradition in holistic way with all of its
depth; to help him learn to distinguish the primary and the secondary in it, the eternal and the transient, so

that everyone can find his/her own way in the complicated historical and contemporary issues in the life
of the church.

One of the main principles of education at St Philaret’s is that of teaching by stages. In the first few years
the students learn the indisputable part of the teaching and practice in the Church, mainly the source texts
as broadly and fully as possible. At the final stages there is a need to demonstrate an ability to discover,
analyse, and understand the problems existing in various areas of church life and doctrine. At the end of
their studies the students write and defend a thesis.

In 2011 St Philaret’s transferred its curriculum to the Bologna system with a lot of emphasis on
interactive forms of education and the development of common cultural competencies: the ability to find
key areas and issues, to have a general view of existing problems, to have a fundamental understanding of
a subject.
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At St Philaret’s we believe that the Church needs highly educated people and independent thinkers.

Education helps a person to acquire freedom, to overcome superstitions and fears; it gives strength for a
creative and constructive life.

St Philaret’s Institute has both Government accreditation and license of the Department for Religious
Education and Catechism of the Moscow Patriarchate its programmes being recognised as consistent with
Orthodox faith and doctrine.

In 2013 St Philaret’s Institute celebrates its 25™ anniversary from its foundation as an underground
Theology school back in 1988 in the USSR.




Institutul crestin-ortodox ”Sf. Filaret” (ISF) este o institutie neguvernamentald de
invatamant superior, cu certificatul de acreditare de stat. Principalul program de
invatamant superior al ISF este "Teologia" (Facultatea de Teologie, bacalaureat
(echivalent cu licentiat in sistemul de invatimant din Rusia): 4 ani pentru studii de zi, 5 ani
pentru studii de seard i la distantd). Procesul de invatamant are ca scop instruirea
complexi a studentilor in teologie, liturgica ortodoxa, Sfanta Scriptur si istoria Bisericii.
in baza programului principal de invatimant al ISF, existd un sistem flexibil si ramificat
de formare profesionala suplimentara.

in fiecare an, in cadrul tuturor programelor de invatimant din ISF, se numéard aproximativ
500 de studenti din peste 20 de orase din Rusia, precum si din striinitate apropiata si
indepartata.

Facultatea de teologie acorda atentia principald predarii cateheticii si misiologiei, aceste
discipline fiind legate de traditia Bisericii de transmitere a credintei Bisericii, si, prin
urmare, esentiale pentru intelegerea celorlalte discipline teologice. De asemenea, se preda
urmdtoarele subiecte: in primul rand, cultul ortodox, si, prin urmare, studierea Sfintei
Scripturi, a Vechiului si Noului Testament, liturgica, sacramentologia, omiletica,
catehetica si arheologia bisericeascd. De asemenea, studentii invati discipline conexe:
limbile Bibliei (ebraica si greaca) si cea liturgica (slava bisericeasci veche), cantarea si
citirea bisericeascd, partea respectiva a dreptului canonic, etc.

in al doilea rand, se studiaza "teologia omului" - antropologia crestind, inclusiv etica,
estetica, ascetica si mistica. La aceasta categorie se referd astfel de discipline conexe, cum
ar fi: istoria diverselor invataturi religioase si mistice, patrologia (parintii asceti)
anthropodicea, misiologia, etc.

in al treilea rand, se prevede studierea teologiei ca atare si a istoriei Bisericii, ceea ce
include dogmatica si patrologia (parintii dogmatisti), apologetica (teodicea), filozofia,
inclusiv logica, istoria filozofiei, filozofia religioasa rusa din secolele XIX-XX,
ecleziologia si istoria Bisericii Universale si Bisericii ruse - de la inceputurile pani in
secolul al XX-lea, dreptul canonic legat de ecleziologie, etc.

invatamantul teologic este menit sd ofere persoanei o viziune integrala si profunda asupra
traditiei ortodoxe, s invete sa distingé in ea principalul si secundarul, eternul si
temporalul, pentru ca fiecare sd poata intelege de sine stitator probleme complexe de
istorie §i viata contemporana a Bisericii.

Majoritatea studentilor Institutului ”Sf. Filaret” sunt acei care au deja una sau chiar dou#
diplome de invatdmént superior. Mai multi, in ciuda faptului ¢4 sunt foarte ocupati, gisesc
oportunitifi de a invata in timp liber. Acestia sunt oameni de diferite varste si cu ocupatii
din cele mai diverse, uniti de dorinta de a trai dupa credinta lor.

Institutul de la inceput se orienteaza spre invatarea studentilor adulti, punand accent pe
munca lor individuald. Tinerea cursurilor se combina cu seminarii, colocvii, excursii, lectii
practice.
